• Prairie View Community Center Going
Green
In an effort to become more energy efficient, the
Morton Grove Park District completed upgrading its 
lighting fixtures at Prairie View Community Center.

To help the park district defer some of the costs, an
Energy Efficient Grant, in the amount of $11,730.91,
was secured in July from the Department of Commerce
and Economic Opportunity and funded by
Commonwealth Edison.

This grant will provide the park district with enough
funds to cover the costs of modifications to existing and
replacement of lighting fixtures for the building including
the gymnasium lights and all labor costs. By upgrading
the Prairie View Community Center, the park district
becomes more energy efficient, environmentally aware
and will reduce the cost of future electric bills.

• Future of the Park District
During the summer and fall seasons, the park district
commissioners and staff have been meeting with 
residents and patrons of our park district to gather 
valuable information for the future of our Park District.
All information gathered will be compiled into a report
and utilized to prepare a 3 year strategic plan for the
district.

The light switch
will be located on the fence adjacent to the ice rink.

There is no supervision or warming facilities at
this location. Please be aware that the risk of
injury is present and use of this skate facility is at
your own risk. The park district encourages
everyone to participate in these activities in a
safe manner and suggest that children be super-
vised by a responsible adult. Skating is only
allowed during posted times.

On-line Registration: Residents can register online at www.mortongroveparks.com beginning on Monday, August 8th. Go
to the Morton Grove Park District web site at www.mortongroveparks.com

Click on “Register and Brochure” tab located on the right side of the park district home page. Please read carefully all
the registration procedures and program information when you get to the on-line registration page. After you enrolling in
classes/programs view the Enrollment Summary Screen and print your confirmation.

Please note: You cannot register online for Athletic Leagues, Preschool, B.A.S.E./Before School, Piano,
Guitar, Memberships (fitness and aquatics), Rentals, Birthday Parties or special lottery programs. Some 
of the above programs require additional registration forms which may be downloaded from our site
which you will need to register in person at Prairie View Community Center.

In Person: Register in person at Prairie View Community Center, 6834 Dempster Street. Processed in real-time. A receipt
will be printed at the time of registration. 

By Mail-In/Drop Off: Mail or drop off your registration form and payment to: Registration, Morton Grove Park District,
6834 Dempster Street, Morton Grove, IL 60053.  Registration will be processed according to the time and date it is 
received at the Park District.

By Fax: Fax registration form with complete credit card information to 847-965-4115. All information must be completed 
in full and waivers must be signed.

Non-Resident Fees
Non-resident fees for Park District programs are 35% more
than the resident fee unless otherwise stated. 
Non-residents may begin registering on November 14,
2011.

Refund Policy
Refund requests for recreation programs may be made by
phone or in person. Refunds will be granted minus a $5
cancellation fee in the following cases:

1. If notice is given 2 full working  days prior to the start
of a program.

2. A pro-rated refund is issued after a program or activity
has started (medical, moving, death in family...). Proof
may be required.

3. If a program is cancelled by the Park District, a refund
will be made in FULL. 

4. If a program is cancelled and an alternate choice is
offered, a refund will automatically be issued if no
response is received within 2 days.

Refund checks will be mailed out following
approval at the monthly Park Board Meeting.

Returned Check Policy
There is a service charge of $25 for all returned checks.

Payment Plans
The Morton Grove Park District offers a payment plan
through the Check Free System for Club Fitness member-
ships and designated recreation programs. An automatic
debit is processed on a monthly basis from either a
checking or credit card account. A $25 refundable service
fee will be required to new participants to utilize this
service.

Waiver
Morton Grove Park District is a member of Park District Risk
Management Agency (PDRMA). PDRMA is a self-insured pool
that provides liability, workman’s comp, and property 
insurance to its agency. PDRMA does not provide medical
accident insurance. As a part of its loss control program,
PDRMA requires each agency to have its participants sign a
“Release and Hold Harmless Agreement for all activities. The
agreement is located at the bottom of each registration form
and is provided along with league roster information.

Warning of Risk
Despite careful and proper preparation, instruction, medical
advice, conditioning and equipment, there is still a risk of 
serious injury when participating in any recreational
activity/program.
